NOTICE TO BIDDERS

NOTICE is hereby given that sealed bids will be received by the Rockaway Valley Regional Sewerage Authority (here​inafter called the "Owner") for:

Sealed Bids for the above named Contract, which comprises 1) installation of a new system for the purposes of dosing liquid Aluminum based chemicals into the forward passing wastewater stream and 2) new filtration equipment and unit process, all to be housed in a pre-engineered building to be constructed under this Contract at the Rockaway Valley Regional Sewerage Authority (RVRSA) Wastewater Treatment Plant ("Owner"), will be received at the office of the RVRSA at RD #1, 99 Greenbank Rd., Boonton, NJ 07005 on October 29th, 2020 at 10:00 a.m. prevailing time, at which time they will be publicly unsealed and the contents publicly announced.
The work includes the furnishing of all labor, materials and equipment necessary to complete the work as shown on the Drawings and as described in the Specifications.  Overall the work will include general construction work, installation of process equipment, installation of a pre-engineered building, furnishing and installing of process equipment, chemical feed systems, structural steel work, plumbing work, bypass pumping, site piping, preparations, grading, paving, and electrical/HVAC work. The work also includes the requirement of furnishing, installing and maintaining temporary chemical dosing facilities to be constructed within 120 days from the issuance of the Notice to Proceed.  The work is to be located at the Rockaway Valley Regional Sewerage Authority at, 99 Greenbank Rd, Boonton, NJ 07005.  The entire Contract work shall be completed within 460 calendar days of the Con​trac​tor's receipt of written Notice to Proceed.
No bid will be received unless in writing on the forms furnished, and unless accompanied by bid security in the form of a bid bond, cashier's check, or a certified check made payable to the Rockaway Valley Regional Sewerage Authority in an amount equal to 10% of the amount of the total bid, but not exceeding $20,000.
The bid shall be accompanied by a Certificate of Surety on the form included in the Contract Docu​ments, from a surety company licensed to do business in the State of New Jersey, which shall represent that the surety company will provide the Contractor with the required bonds in the sums required in the Contract Documents and in a form satisfac​tory to the Owner's Attorney and in compliance with the requirements of law.

Bidders must use the prepared bid form which is contained in the Contract Documents.  Each individual proposal must be separately enclosed in a sealed envelope addressed to the Rockaway Valley Regional Sewerage Authority, RD#1, 99 Greenbank Road, Boonton, New Jersey 07005 (mailing address) or RD#1, 99 Greenbank Road, Parsippany-Troy Hills, New Jersey (delivery address) marked on the outside with the number of the contract(s) and name of the project being bid on.
No bids will be received after the time and date specified, and no bids will be received by mail.  Bids shall be received by commercial carriers (date and time recorded) or shall be hand delivered.  The Owner shall award the Contract or reject all bids within 60 days of bid opening, except that the bids of any bidders who consent thereto may, at the request of the Owner, be held for con​sider​ation for such longer period as may be agreed. 
A Pre-Bid Conference will be held at the RVRSA Administration Office, located at RD#1 99 Greenbank Rd., Boonton, NJ 07005, on September 29th, 2020 at 10:00 a.m. prevailing time.  Contractors are strongly encouraged to attend the Pre-Bid Conference.

The Owner will evaluate bids and any award will be made to the lowest, responsive, respon​sible bidder in accordance with and as defined in N.J.S.A. 40A:11-4.  The Owner reserves the right to reject any or all bids and to waive minor informali​ties or irregularities in bids received in accordance with public law.

All bid security except the security of the three apparent lowest respon​sible bidders shall be returned, unless otherwise requested by the bidder, within ten (10) days after the open​ing of the bids, Sundays and holidays excepted, and the bids of the bidders whose bid security is returned shall be considered withdrawn.

Each bidder must submit with his bid a signed certificate stating that he owns, leases or con​trols all the necessary equipment required to accom​plish the work shown and described in the Con​tract Documents.  Should the bidder not be the actual owner or lease of such equipment, his cer​tifi​cate shall state the source from which the equipment will be obtained and, in addition, shall be accompanied by a signed certificate from the owner or person in control of the equip​ment defin​itely granting to the bidder the control of the equipment required during such time as may be necessary for the completion of that portion of the Contract for which it is neces​sary.  The bidder shall comply with the docu​mentation requirements set forth in the Article of the Infor​​ma​​tion for Bidders, entitled, "Bidder Submissions".

The successful bidder will be required to submit bonds and proof of insurance on or before execu​​tion of their respective Contracts as explained in the Contract Documents.

Bidders are required to comply with all relevant Federal and State Statutes, Rules and Regu​​la​tions including but not limited to the applica​ble provisions of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended (42 USC 2000d‑2000D‑4A), the discrimination and affirma​tive action pro​vi​sions of N.J.S.A. 10:2‑1 through 10:2‑4, the New Jersey Law against Dis​crimina​tion, N.J.S.A. 10:5‑1, et seq., the rules and regulations promulgated pursuant thereto, the State require​ment for bidders to supply statements of ownership (N.J.S.A. 52:25‑24.2) and the State require​ment for submis​sion of the names and addresses of certain subcontractors (N.J.S.A. 40A:11‑16).

The Contract Documents may be examined and obtained at the at the Rockaway Valley Regional Sewerage Authority (RVRSA) RD#1, 99 Greenbank Road, Parsippany-Troy Hills, New Jersey, between the hours of 8:30 a.m. and 4:45 p.m., by emailing a request to Janice Fox, at jfox@rvrsa.org.  The Contract Documents may be purchased by prospective bidder upon payment of a fee of one-hundred ninety dollars ($190.00) for each set of full-sized drawings with specifications.  Payment must be made by business check and shall be made out to Rockaway Valley Regional Sewerage Authority.

In the event that a potential bidder obtains the Contract Documents in any manner other than as specified herein, the Rockaway Valley Regional Sewerage Authority will not have the contact information of the potential bidder for purposes of issuing bid addenda, if any.  The non-receipt of any addenda (in the event that any addenda are issued) and the failure of the bidder to acknowledge the receipt of any and all addenda at the time of bid shall be considered a fatal defect in such Bidder’s submission and said Bid shall be immediately rejected. Therefore, if a potential bidder obtains the Bid Documents in any manner other than as specified herein, said Bidder shall promptly provide written notice to the Rockaway Valley Regional Sewerage Authority accordingly.

Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 10:5‑31 et seq., bidders are required to comply with the requirements of N.J.A.C. 17:27.

Each Bidder must submit with his bid an "Ownership Disclosure Statement" and is requested to submit with his bid the "Non-Collusion Affidavit" on the forms included in the Contract Docu​ments.

Bidders and their subcontractors of any tier must comply with all applicable provisions of the Public Works Contractor Registration Act, (N.J.S.A. 34:11-56.48) and the New Jersey Prevailing Wage Act (N.J.S.A. 34:11-56.25).

Pursuant to N.J.S.A. 52:32-44, all business organizations that conduct business with a New Jersey government agency are required to be registered with the State of New Jersey. Bidders and their subcontractors must submit proof that they are registered with the New Jersey Department of Treasury, Division of Revenue by submitting a copy of their Business Registration Certificate prior to Contract award.  

The Contract is expected to be funded in part with the funds from the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection and the New Jersey Environmental Infrastructure Trust.  Neither the United States nor the State of New Jersey, the New Jersey Environmental Infrastructure Trust, nor any of their departments, agencies, or employees is, or will be, a party to the Contract or any lower tier contract or subcontract.  The Contract or Subcontract will be subject to regulations contained in N.J.A.C. 7:22-3.1 et seq., 4.1 et seq., 5.1 et seq., 9.1 et seq. and 10 et seq., Local Public Contract, Department of Labor Current Wage Rate Determination, Prevailing Wage Act, Contract Work Hours and Safety Standard Act, Copland Act, Davis Bacon Act, Buy American Clause, Debarment and Suspension, and Socially and Economically Disadvantaged (SED) (N.A.J.C. 7:22-9).
All bids shall include a commitment to the use of small, minority, women's and labor surplus area businesses and shall be in conformity with N.J.A.C. 7:22-3.17(a)(24) with a goal of not less than 10% participation of small business enterprises owned and controlled by socially and economically disadvantaged individuals (SED's).  Further details regarding required SED participation are included in the Information for Bidders and the Supplemental General Conditions.

It is the purpose of this Notice to Bidders to summarize some of the more important provi​sions of the Contract Documents.  Prospective bidders are cautioned not to rely solely on this sum​mary, but to read the Contract Documents in their entirety.

Potential bidders are advised that in response to the COVID-19 pandemic the Rockaway Valley Regional Sewerage Authority (RVRSA) has instituted the following protocols to protect its employees and other people visiting the RVRSA facility:

1. The RVRSA is adhering to the applicable provisions of Executive Order No. 122 and No. 142, Executive Order No. 152 as modified by Executive Order No. 156 and will adhere to any applicable subsequent Executive Orders relating to COVID-19.
2. Visitors to the building are advised to keep updated on Executive Orders issued by the Governor of the State of New Jersey, and to comply with the applicable provisions of the Executive Orders relating to COVID-19. 3. To minimize the exposure to the virus, prospective bidders are encouraged to make arrangements via commercial carriers, to receive the bid package at the expense of the recipient.  Alternatively, for those preferring to pick up the bid package or other documents in person, they shall do so by contacting the RVRSA by phone, at 973-263-1555 Ext. 210, 236, or 217, from their vehicle when they arrive in the RVRSA parking lot.  The package will be brought to the vehicle and the name and contact information (mailing address, phone number, and e-mail address) of the company receiving the bid package will be obtained.  A face covering must be worn by all visitors while on the RVRSA buildings and grounds.
4. Prior to any visitor wishing to enter the building for any reason the visitor must call 973-263-1555 Ext. 210, 236, or 217, from their vehicle to arrange for an authorized RVRSA employee to take his/her temperature using a touch free thermometer, and answering the following 4 questions:

· Have you, within the past three weeks, traveled to a country designated as having a Level 2 or Level 3 Travel Advisory according to the United States State Department? 
· Have you been in direct contact with a person or persons who tested positive for COVID-19 within in the last two weeks?
· Have you been to any large conferences or events?

· Do you any of the following symptoms of illness: shortness of breath, cough, respiratory difficulties, fever, muscle aches, headaches, diarrhea, sore throat, or loss of taste or smell?
5. If the visitor’s temperature is found to be greater than 100.4 degrees F, or if any of the 4 questions are answered in the affirmative, or the visitor is observed to have any of the respiratory symptoms described, then that visitor will not be allowed entry into RVRSA.

7. For people that desire to hand deliver their bids in person, they shall do so by contacting the RVRSA by phone, at 973-263-1555 Ext. 210, 236, or 217, from their vehicle when they arrive in the RVRSA parking lot, and an RVRSA employee will meet the person at his vehicle to retrieve the bid package.  A face covering must be worn by all visitors while on the RVRSA buildings and grounds.  There will also be an option to attend the bid opening via video teleconference.  Invitations to attend remotely via video teleconference will be emailed to all prospective bidders and posted on the RVRSA website at www.rvrsa.org . 
8. For people that desire to attend the bid opening, attendees will be required to adhere to the applicable provisions of COVID-19 related Executive Orders and RVRSA’s protocols including but not necessarily limited to wearing face coverings and maintaining social distance, together with the procedures set forth in this Notice. 
9. All bids received, within 24-hours of bid opening, will be made available for public inspection on RVRSA’s website at www.rvrsa.org .

These procedures must be followed by prospective bidders and their agents every time they visit the RVRSA facility, whether it be for the purpose of picking up bid packages, dropping off bids, attending bid openings, or visits to the site for any other reason.
